Rosa Parks: The Catalyst of the Civil Rights(民权) Movement Rosa Parks, often hailed as the "Mother of the Civil Rights Movement," refused to give up her bus seat to a white passenger in Montgomery, Alabama. Her act of public opposition lighted up a wave of resistance and became a catalyst for the American Civil Rights Movement.
Martin Luther King Jr.: Champion of Equality Martin Luther King Jr., a charismatic leader and advocate(提倡) for civil rights, delivered the iconic "I Have a Dream" speech. His tireless efforts to end racial segregation(种族隔离) and promote equality have solidified his place as one of the most influential figures in American history.
Malala Yousafzai: A Voice for Education Malala Yousafzai, a Pakistani activist for girls' education, survived an assassination attempt(暗杀企图) by the Taliban. Undeterred, she continued her advocacy and became the youngest-ever Nobel Prize laureate, inspiring millions to stand up for the right to education.
Steve Jobs: Innovation and Entrepreneurship(企业标志) Steve Jobs, co-founder of Apple Inc., revolutionized the tech industry with iconic(标志性的) products like the iPhone and MacBook. His relentless pursuit of innovation and design excellence has made him a symbol of entrepreneurship and creativity.
Nelson Mandela: Triumph Over Apartheid Nelson Mandela, South Africa's first black president, fought against apartheid(种族歧视) and spent 27 years in prison. Natural disasters, such as earthquakes, hurricanes(飓风), floods, and wildfires, are inevitable(不可避免的) events that have shaped the Earth for millions of years. However, the role of human activities in either strengthening or lightening the impact of these disasters has become a topic of increasing concern.
Human activities can contribute to the severity(严重) of natural disasters in various ways. Deforestatio(滥伐森林), for example, reduces the natural barriers that trees provide against landslides and floods. The alteration(变更) of landscapes for urbanization and agriculture can disrupt natural drainage systems, leading to an increased risk of flooding during heavy rainfall. Additionally, the extraction(开采) of groundwater and fossil fuels may induce land subsidence and trigger earthquakes.

If you look around your city, you might find girls wearing hanfu in subways or people wearing T-shirts with Chinese characters on the streets. A new trend(潮流）is taking hold in China--guochao, or “China-chic”.
According to the recent report, searches about guochao on a lifestyle platform have risen by 170 percent from the same period last year, and reviews have risen by nearly 40 percent. The guochao trend is happening, but what is it?
The term stands for the rise of China’s own fashion trends. It adds new meaning to the term “Made in China”, which has been considered as the representation(代表) of Chinese culture and aesthetics(审美) offered by Chinese brands.
The guochao trend came into the spotlight(公众的注意) in 2018. Before that, big-name foreign companies ruled the world market. To win market share, many Chinese brands followed in the footsteps of those Western brands. But that year, Chinese sportswear brand Li-Ning changed things up. During the 2018 New York Fashion Week, Li-Ning introduced its Taoism(道家)-inspired Wu Dao collection(系列时装). The collection not only had a trendy look, but also had something to do with traditional Chinese culture. It immediately attracted attention at home and abroad. As a result, the company recorded 20 percent revenue(收益) growth in 2018.
The trend has since spread rapidly to other areas and products, from food and drinks to clothing, mobile phones and electric vehicles. For example, White Rabbit, whose candies bring back childhood memories for many, has brought its new products out.
Now, the guochao trend is moving to the next stage. But no matter how the guochao trend develops, there is one thing that won’t change: Behind the craze(热潮) is people’s confidence in the country’s development and national culture.
